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Abstract

Forty-five years ago, H.D. Lasswell suggested the notion of
"The Democracy of Policy ~Sciences” to promote democracy
through public policy mechanism. However, this ambition has not
been accepted by traditional policy scientists, whose goals are to
establish "the Tyranny of Policy Sciences" based upon positivist-
oriented, economic-rationality, and quantitative-sKill policy
methodology. On the contrary, contemporary policy scientists
emphasize the importance of postpositivist-oriented, multiple-ratio-
nality, and qualitative-skill policy methodology in pursuit of the
goal of "Participatory Democracy of Policy Science." The author
concludes that the future of policy sciences will become a science

of Participatory democracy founded on citizen’s participation.
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
